Have someone else take your measurements
and please double check them. Do not go to a tailor (honest).
Use a cloth tape measure, not a yardstick or metal tape.
Wear light weight slacks, not blue jeans.
Stand up straight, feet together, look straight ahead. Do NOT look
down. Empty your pockets & remove belt.

Kilt Measuring Instructions

1.  ________  Height  (ft./in.)

2.  ________  Weight

3.  ________  Waist  (in.)

NOTE: Your waist measurement for a kilt is not the same as
your slacks size. Take firmly above the hip/haunch bone across
the navel.  Do not inhale.

4.  ________  Seat (in.)

Take an easy measurement around the widest  part of the seat.

Special - If your waist measurement is larger than the seat measurement ("beer belly"),  please measure the largest part
of the belly and tell us where it is in relation to the navel. Example: 2" below the navel. In these cases, some men wear
suspenders. The weight of the kilt will make it want to slide down since there is no seat “support.” Gravity always wins,
you know.

5.  ________  Length 1 (in.)
Navel to middle of the knee. Feet together.

6. ________  Length 2 (in.)
Kneel on the floor. Knees to head erect - do not sit on your heels.
Measure from the navel to the floor.
